Because I believe that professional communicators must be obligated only to the people’s right to know, I 
affirm that freedom of the press is to be guarded as an inalienable right of the citizens of a free society.

I pledge to use this freedom wisely and to uphold the right of communicators to express unpopular opinions as 
well as the right to agree with the majority.
